	Background Question1: The proposed rules will eliminate the resource standard for the Medicare Savings Programs categories of eligibility (QMB, SLIMB, QI1, and QWDI).  Elimination of the resource standards will make more applicants eligible for payment of their Medicare premiums.  The changes will allow the state to recognize some savings by not having to verify resources through the asset verification system and relieve some administrative burden from caseworkers.
	Background Question2: The proposed rule will allow more individuals to be eligible for MSP categories supporting the agency's mission to improve the security and independence of New Mexicans in their community. MSP categories covers the payment of Medicare premiums which allow for more financial security for low-income New Mexicans.

	Alt App Question3: This rule change is the best solution as eliminating resources for MSP categories will reduce administrative burden by not having to use an asset verification system to verify resources for MSP clients who have to be low-income to qualify for coverage of their Medicare premiums.
